He is currently directing The Dark Philosophers with National Theatre Wales. He has been involved with all Told by an Idiot’s productions to date. Other theatre includes Bottom in A Midsummer Night’s Dream (The Globe), Troilus and Cressida (The Globe),  Nocturnal (The Gate), Rapunzel and The Red Shoes (Kneehigh), Under the Black Flag (The Globe),The Play What I Wrote (West End), Oliver Twist and Pinocchio (Lyric Hammersmith) and  Into Our Dreams (Almeida). Other directing includes Low Pay? Won’t Pay (Salisbury Playhouse), The Beauty Queen of Leenane (Best Production, Manchester Evening News Awards), Accidental Death of an Anarchist and The Venetian Twins (all at The Octagon, Bolton).
